Presenter Mr. William Spann of Pacific West Communities
Mr. Bill Spann of Pacific West Communities introduced his company to the Council and reported on their intention to develop an affordable housing project consisting of 50+ units for both senior and family living.  Mr. Spann reported that a tentative project site has been selected at the corner of West and Sullivan Roads.

Rick Nagle a resident of Gustine requested that the City website be updated with regard to Council agendas and minutes. He then inquired as to the status of the Medical Marijuana study and advised the Council and the community of the progress made with regard to the FCC approval of a west side public radio station. 
Merced County Supervisor Deidra Kelsey advised the Council on the current fiscal condition of the County including a $20,000,000.00 projected shortfall and the measures the County is considering to offset it.  She further advised that state funding for libraries has been eliminated and that redistricting in the County was moving forward and the County would like to utilize City websites to conduct outreach with regard to redistricting effort.

City Manager Greg Greeson presented the staff report and introduced City Hall Architect Mr. Peter Mogensen who presented elevations, floor plans, and cost estimates of the New City Hall and Police Station.  Rich Ford a resident of Gustine indicated that the brick suggested in elevation option two was ugly. There was no further public comment. After discussion, Council member Schultz moved to approve the preliminary drawings for the New City Hall and Police Department.  The motion was seconded by Council member Garcia and carried 4-1.

Director of Administrative Services Sean Scully presented the staff report.  After Council discussion the Mayor invited public comment. Rich Ford a resident of Gustine advised the Council of his concerns that the project would take away land the City could use for future wastewater treatment facility expansion.  Elder Pires advised the Council that he would continue to work with the City.  Amanda Carvajal Executive Director of the Merced County Farm Bureau expressed her concerns with the project and submitted a letter as such to Council for the record.  Council member Garcia moved to continue this item.  The Motion was seconded by Council member Schultz and carried 4-1.

City Manager Greg Greeson presented the staff report.  The Mayor opened the public hearing at 9:00 P.M.  Rebecca Wallace a resident of Gustine advised the Council of a gas leak at the corner of West and Wallace.  The City Manager advised that he was aware of the situation and working on it.  The Mayor closed the public hearing at 9:05 P.M.  Council member Nagy moved to introduce and waive the reading of the Ordinance amending Title 2, Chapter 2, Article 2, Section § 2-2-33 of the City of Gustine Municipal code “Meeting Place and Time” as presented.  The motion was seconded by Council member Garcia and carried 4-1.     
10.  City Department Reports

Director of Administrative Services / Planner Scully advised the Council on the status of the Governor Browns proposed take of Redevelopment funds.   
City Engineer Mario Gouveia advised the Council on the status of the Airport storm drain project.

Finance Director Larrie Sweet advised he had nothing to report but commented to Council on his response to questions from Council member Nagy regarding zero balances.

Director of Public Works Ernie Garza advised Council that he had nothing to report. 

Interim Chief of Police Inaudi advised Council he had nothing to report.

Fire Chief Borrelli advised Council that the nomination period for department officers has opened; he further advised that staff has been conducting school fire inspections, and that the “Fill the Boot” fund raiser for charity will take place on February 19 & 20 at HWY 140 and 33.  Chief Borelli then advised the Council of recognition in the form of service pins made by the Merced County Fire Department to: Mike Martin 10 years; Steve Bell 20 years and Pat Borrelli 25 years.
11.  City Manager Reports

City Manager reported that he had met with the School District and advised that the food situation reported at the last Council meeting has been resolved and gave the Council the status of the School Resource Officer position.  The City Manager then advised Council that Duper Tong from Caltrans will conduct a presentation at the next City Council meeting regarding the crosswalk at Linden and Highway 33. 
12.  City Council Reports

Council Member Garcia requested that information regarding the presentation from Caltrans regarding the crosswalk be place in an article in the news paper so as to inform the public, thanked Public Works for following through with utility companies obtaining permits, and thanked staff for keeping current on the Redevelopment and Enterprise Zone situation.  
Council member Nagy inquired as to the status of the Mid Year budget meeting and was advised that it will take place at a meeting in March.
Council member Schultz requested that staff advise on the purpose and role of the Enterprise Zone; reported on the recent MCAG meeting, and then advised on the activities he would be participating in prior to leaving for Washington DC with the One Voice Project.
Mayor Brazil advised the Council that after attending a recent meeting he believed that the Governor is aware that a “take” of local agency RDA funds is not likely.  The Mayor thanked Merced County Supervisor Kelsey for her earlier report and Rich Ford for continuing his public service as a Merced County Planning Commissioner.  Mayor Brazil then commended the Fire Chief and staff for their service.
