Interim Police Chief Dunford advised the Council on new Field Training Officer, department training with the Office of Traffic Safety, preparation for budget the creation of a five year strategic plan for the department and Subway sponsored positive re-enforcement award program for the month of May for Elementary and High school students.

Finance Director Larrie Sweet advised Council that he has started the 2011/2012 budget process and advised Council that a tentative date for a Budget Workshop meeting is May 24, 2011.
City Engineer Mario Gouveia advised the Council that a survey of the Roundabout Project area has begun.

Gustine High School Student Government representative Eduardo Diaz reported on the Prom, ASB Officer Elections this Thursday, Graduation will be June 3, 2011, spring break begins on Friday, remodel of the football field and various sports statistics.

11.  City Manager Reports

City Manager Greg Greeson advised Council of proposed dates for Farmers Market of June 7, 2011 through September 27 and that the item will be on the next Council meeting agenda for authorization for the use of the parking lot and restroom.  He then reported to Council on meeting with the New Director of Caltrans District 10 Office Keri Bowen and Dennis Agar and will meet again with staff on April 25, 2011 to discuss the crosswalk at Linden and HWY 33 and the speed of vehicles on 33. He then advised Council of the potential scheduling conflict with the Gustine High School Football field repair and the Fourth of July celebration.  He advised that after meeting with School administration and the Chamber the work should be complete in time for the fourth of July Celebration, staff has developed a plan B if not.

Council member Schultz advised he had questions for staff regarding the ownership and contamination of property proposed for the roundabout and the status of the City Hall project.  Staff advised that the property is owned by the county, and that the City Hall project was 90% complete.

Council member Nagy advised he had nothing to report but inquired with Student Government Representative Diaz who would be running for the Student Government Reprehensive position. Mr. Nagy advised he was concerned that would like to 
Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira advised that he will be attending the State Cal Cog Conference in Monterey, commended the Westside Community Health Care Advisory Committee for their work and advised of their meeting here in Gustine next week.     
Council member Garcia advised the Council that he has advised members of the Airport Commission to meet with staff directly for questions on closed projects and grant information. He inquired about updates on PG&E Smart Meter program and the City Manager advised there was nothing new to report.
The Mayor advised he was pleased that the Roundabout Project was moving forward and that it appears that the grant writing firm the City hired is already starting to pay off.
